The club continues to be in a healthy position with a Bank balance at 30/6 of $6,067 (LY $8,066)

Deficit for the Year was $3,516 (LY $4,975) 

Main Highlights :

•
Overall the 17 events the club ran this year ended up breaking even - unfortunately with the Kumeu Oval being unavailable to us this season we had to hold all the dressage days at WHS so this ended up costing more than usual

•
We had a large one-off expense being a donation of $2,500 to the WHS Trust towards the purchase of WHS. This sale is still in progress with some legal issues stalling the process - Obviously if for some reason the sale does not proceed the money will be returned to WRC

•
Membership Revenue was $445 down on LY 

•
We also had the added expense of using Xero this year but this has made running events and accounting for money a lot easier and more visible with all the committee being able to access the program to check the events they are organising.

We spent $1546 on prizes for members including the 2 x $300 prizes from last year’s AGM and volunteer of the quarter prizes
